We arefinding that a growing a number of children develop uncontrolled and
unreasonable behaviours at times.

Learning difficulties and inappropriate behaviour are stressful to the child and to
other children and the adults around them. How can we help suppthese children
to bring balance into their daily lives?

These were some of the key questions that ran through the conference.

The conference began with an introduction by a doctor and a teacher, sharing how

uc k_w dmpk _ aml | ©dakhgugh we mngyreXperienceb  w®q a
sympathy and rejection for these children at times, neither of these reactions are

very helpful.

On the first evening we explored through a lecture by Hartmut Borries (Christian
Community Priest from Auckland) the Gift oEmpathy because without it we

cannot meaningfully connect. How do we arrive at an understanding that we are all
dependant on each other? How do we recognise that we all have something deep
inside us that is valuable and worth listening to and that througour understanding

of each other we can believe in ourselves and reveal our true spirit?

Other talks included an Anthroposophical perspective on Autistic Spectrum by Dr.
Ruth Baker. An Athroposophical perspective on ADHD by Dr. David Richie and Dr.
Michael Sargent our own school doctor shared some of his insights into Anxiety,
Nervousness and Timidity.
