Matariki © Te Whetu o Te Tau Aotearoa Pacific New Year 

It is Matariki once again. We welcome the Pleiades star cluster in our sky towards 
the end of May each year. This star cluster is spiritually recognized by many 
cultures around the world and has special significance also for Maori. It signifies 
that the times of warmth and food are coming. (Hard to believe as I write this with 
hail stones around.)  It means the beginning of the new cycle of life. 

Matariki celebrations focus on preparation, learning, sharing ideas and celebration 
of the future. The celebrations historically began at the arrival of the new moon of 
Matariki. They often involved: 

Preparing the whenua (the land) on which we live, key crops are planted, 
harvested and the land prepared for spring ahead  

Learning about whakapapa (our family), in a less active time of the year 

Setting goals and plans for the future, as is customary for New Year times 

Gifting of surpluses to those in need, and celebrations acknowledging the 
importance of this time. 

We are fortunate at our school that we have a Mid-Winter celebration, which in 
part also embodies the essence of this special time. Also there are some stunning 
activities featured at Te Papa. Tanemahuta Gray from Te Ra Steiner School is 
directing / co-curating a festival of Maori Contemporary Dance at Te Papa on 
June 24-27th.
