The four original members were Michael Park, Auckland, Hastings Rudolf Steiner 
School (now Taikura Rudolf Steiner School) Christchurch Rudolf Steiner School and 
Raphael House. Titirangi Rudolf Steiner School and Taruna College, Havelock North 
became members shortly after. The Federation became a legal entity by registering 
itself as an incorporated society with a set of rules commonly referred to as the 
constitution. 
 
At the time of its founding the most pressing issues were those consequent upon the 
gknjckclr_rgml md rfc ­Tmkmppmuq Safmmj® jcegqj_rgml, rfc Ebsa_rgml Aar, 1989 _lb _jqm 
issues related to the then very recent integration of the four larger schools. Since that 
time the Federation has grown and developed to the point where it now has an Early 
Childhood Advisor, Marjorie Thayer as well as over 20 members and associates. 
 
Currently, a National Curriculum Group have been established to trace the Waldorf 
learning journey using the language and terminology of the new revised national 
Curriculum. The purpose of such a document would be to provide reviewers with easy 
access to our philosophy, in terms and format that they can understand for the 
purpose of removing barriers to understanding and being able to perceive its quality of 
our pedagogy.

The development of a new Rudolf Steiner Waldorf School Qualification 
 
Over the last year the Federation of Rudolf Steiner Waldorf Schools in New Zealand 
has been working towards the creation and accreditation of a qualification that not 
only reflects and endorses the special character nature of Steiner pedagogy but one 
which will ensure a secure pathway into tertiary education. It will be known as the 
Steiner School Certificate. The ownership and quality management of this 
qualification will be the task of the Federation. 
 
In September 2010 the certificate documentation will be presented to the University 
Vice Chancellors for approval and recognition, allowing a pathway through Ad 
Eundum Statum (admission with equivalent standing). This is the same pathway, for 
example, as for students who hold the International Baccalaureate or the Cambridge 
International qualifications. The certificate documentation will also be submitted to the 
New Zealand Qualifications Authority for approval and inclusion on the New 
Zealand Qualifications Framework. 
 
For the past six years what has been known as the Steiner Certificate has been used 
in New Zealand Steiner schools and many students have entered New Zealand 
universities via the Discretionary Entry pathway. However, with the recent capping of 
university student numbers, entry criteria have generally tightened, thus possibly 
leaving Steiner graduates in a vulnerable position. 
 
The importance of this Federation undertaking for the future of Steiner schools in 
New Zealand cannot be overestimated, especially in the light of the current 



idealogical trends in our education system. The certificate will provide a protective 
framework around the Waldorf curriculum and also, as stated above, provide a state 
recognized pathway for Steiner school pupils through to tertiary education. 
 
Tfc Srcglcp asppgasjsk _pgqcq msr md Rsbmjd Srcglcp®q npmdmslb glqgefr glrm fsk_l 
development. Subject matter is chosen first and foremost to support the 
developmental needs of the growing young person in a way that fosters health in 
mind, body and soul both during the school years and as a foundation for life 
thereafter. 
 
Introducing certain curricula to the child in accordance with their physical and 
emotional development is one of a core set of criteria that defines Waldorf   
pedagogy and is one which can resonate harmoniously within the soul life of the child 
to powerful effect. The seeds for life-long health are laid at every step along this path 
where learning is aligned with the natural development of the child. 
 
The Steiner Curriculum concerns itself with the education of the whole human being; 
a being of body soul and spirit. It approaches the task of pedagogy with this 
threefoldness upper most in mind and it cannot be arbitrarily adjusted to fit a model 
which is founded on a vastly different premise. 
 
Once approval of the certificate is gained it is expected that schools can begin its 
implementation at the commencement of term one in 2012.

UNIVERSITY ENTRANCE - UPDATE 

Update from the BoT Curriculum Sub-Committee regarding University Entrance 
 
Further to the update in the Bush Telegraph of 6 August, we have now received a letter 
from Massey University, also reassuring us that the university entrance pathway that 
has been available for our students in the past remains in place.  
 
M_qqcw Ulgtcpqgrw®q jcrrcp qr_rcq:  
 
Ma ssey University, along with all other New Zealand universities, has to look at ways 
of managing enrolments because of policies to cap the number of funded places for 
domestic students in tertiary education. 
 
To enable us to manage our enrolments, should we have more first year applications 
than places available, Massey has decided to adopt a ranking system for new 
undergraduate students. We expect that most of our applicants will be accepted into a 
programme. The system just means that if we are oversubscribed we are able to place 
some limits on the numbers accepted.  



 
We wish to assure you and the Rudolf Steiner community that Massey will continue to 
receive applications from your Year 13 students as in the past. Steiner students will 
continue to apply for Discretionary Entrance, with each student considered on their 
individual merits on the basis of their Steiner Record of Learning, and a school 
recommendation.
